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I. ART CHILD INTERNATIONAL CHOIR MUSIC CONTEST  

 

1) General Description of the Contest 

 

The Art Child International Choir Music Contest is primarily aimed at children  from 8 to 14 years old.  

The contest is initially national in scope, that is, focused within each country. Participating countries are in charge 

of organising the Art Child Contest nationally. Choir music groups participating in the Art Child Contest must 

present an original work composed by the group itself. (see further for details) 

 

Each country will select a composition that will represent the country internationally, which it will submit to Art 

Child.  

 

An international panel will select the 15 to 20 winning works. The winners will subsequently participate in priority 

in Art Child events related to this choir music contest.  

  

The theme of this contest is Peace, and each work should reflect the national culture of participating groups.  

   

2) Participation rules and conditions 

 

� � A.  National Art Child contest : 

 

·  Contestants must 

 -  be a children’s group  

 -  compose a work on Peace that is original (lyrics and music) and representative of their national 

culture 

·  For the purposes of this contest, “choir music” represents a song with lyrics, with or without 

accompanying music, polyphonic or not , and performed by a group of children.  

·  The children’s group must be involved in creating the work: the lyrics of the song must be 

composed by the children, however the music score can be jointly composed with adult 

supervision and any accompanying music can be composed by an adult.  

·  Performance of the work shall be by the children who composed the work; however adults may 

accompany the group musically during the performance and record them. 
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·  “Children’s group” refers to a group of at least 15 children singing together, not counting 

soloists.  

·  The work must represent the national culture of the participating groups; this factor is important 

to keep in mind when selecting the melody and instruments used to compose the work. 

·  Maximum song length should be 5 to 6 minutes.  

  

� �  B. International Art Child Contest:  

 

·  Participating countries must officially submit to Art Child a work representing them on a national 

level and respecting contest requirements. 

 

3) National and international selection process  

 

� � A.  National selection panel : 

National selection panels will be set up by participating countries, and presided by an official 

organisation (for ex. Head of State, First Lady, Ministry of Education, Culture and Youth or any other 

official Ministry). Members should be music experts and include members of the IFCM and the IMC if 

possible. This commission shall guarantee the quality of the works transmitted to Art Child for this 

Contest.  

 

� � B.  International panel:  

The international panel which will select the 15 to 20 winning works shall be appointed by Art Child in 

collaboration with its international partners.  

 

4) World Presentation  

 

Art Child will provide international coverage to the winning works through specific events ( TV shows, concerts) 

and by creating materials such as CDs, DVDs etc.  
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II. CONDITIONS  OF  PARTICIPATION 

 

1) Launching of the Contest 

 

The International Art Child Choir Music Contest was officially launched on October 1st, 2005, during International 

Music Day. The official announcement took place during the World Music Forum, in Los Angeles (1-5 October, 

2005).  It was also announced at the Symposium of IFCM in Kyoto, Japan, in July 2005. 

  

2) Mobilizing countries 

 

Key groups to contact should include for example Schools, after-school choirs, music associations, informal 

groups, etc. The aim is to have the maximum participation as possible in every country.   

  

 3) National submissions to Art Child  

 

After the national phase of the Contest, each country is to hand over to Art Child the work it has selected, which 

should be recorded on a video DVD (preferably) or on an audio CD , and submitted to Art Child along with the 

lyrics and music score. The candidature should also include as much information as possible on the organisation 

of the national phase of the contest (photos, texts, CDs and other works, compoistion of the commission, press, 

etc. ). All these documents will be considered the property of Art Child , although participating countries will retain 

a right of supervision over their use.  

Participating countries must also provide a literal translation of the composition’s original lyrics in one of the 

following languages: English, French or Spanish.  

 
4) Deadlines 

 

Countries have up to 18 months to organise their national contests, starting from October 1st, 2005, the launching 

date of the contest. After this deadline, the international phase of the competition will begin and only the works 

submitted during this time will be allowed to participate in the International Art Child Contest.  

However, Art Child will not refuse any works and will gladly accept all those received after the deadline. These 

will be presented on other occasions.  
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I I I . HOW TO PARTICIPATE IN THIS CONTEST 

 
Registrations to participate in the Art Child Choir Music Contest must be sent by mail, fax, or email by the 30th 

May 2006 at the latest.
